KP Chamber of Commerce & Industry – Signature Relief Projects in Flood affected areas of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa - Pakistan
The heavy rains in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (NWFP), in the last week have triggered both flash floods and riverside floods in several parts of the country resulting in loss of lives/property and widespread displacement. 

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (KPK) has been the worst affected province with more than 10 Districts directly affected. Thousands of people have lost their lives. Houses, cattle head and properties have been washed away with the flood. Crops have been destroyed and roads and bridges damaged. The left over flood water, mud and dead animals accumulated in the streets, houses and other locations have almost restricted the quick rehabilitation of the most critical infrastructure. 

People are still living under open sky or in tents – which are not a good option in view of more upcoming monsoon rains. They need to quickly move towards their abodes by removing the rubble, making safety/precautionary arrangements and protecting their assets from further damages.

Realizing the corporate social responsibility, the KP Chamber of Commerce & Industry devised a “Cash for Work” (CFW) program which will specifically benefit women and children by helping them to restore their critical infrastructures (house, streets and workplaces) on priority basis. This would also benefit women working to rebuild their houses.
How to Recruit the Workers 

a.
All workers MUST be recruited from the same area

b.
All workers must be minimum 18 years in age (to be verified from NIC)
c. On daily basis, workers would be hired. Men and women would be given equal opportunities to work and earn from CFW activities.
d. Since the number of persons to be hired is far less than the total number of able persons in the locality, we will have to be careful in developing a selection criterion and will ensure giving opportunities to more and more people either by rotation or any other means.
Work Implementation Process

a. 
All workers would be divided into smaller groups – depending on the
 
nature of works to be done. 

b. Each group will have at least one person capable of supervising the group – in addition to his/her own assignment.
c. All workers would be paid Rs. 250 per day – which is minimum wage set by the Government of Pakistan.
d. All workers will have to be enrolled in a “muster-roll”. Muster-rolls will have to be submitted to the KP Chamber on bi-weekly basis.
e. All workers would be paid wages in cash on daily basis.
f. Work done must be supervised and endorsed by the relevant member of the “Relief Committee of KPK Chamber” (mentioned below).
Reporting

The Relief Committee members will submit a brief report on bi-weekly basis. The report would contain the following details :-

a. Brief note on current situation in the camps where it is working.

b. Detail of activities done through CFW.

c. Total number of persons hired – with gender disintegration.

d. Outputs achieved from CFW activities. 

e. Pictures of CFW activities

f.
Muster-rolls with signatures / thumb-impressions of workers.

Expected Outputs

a. Affected areas are cleared from left-over mud, debris and dead animals.

b. The damaged infrastructure/houses/workplace is repaired.

c. Families rehabilitated at the earliest.

d. Affected people engaged in productive work and rehabilitation process started helping in trauma reduction.
How can you help us?

a.
Rebuild of one house (2/3 rooms) would require 80 man-days
      (4 workers x 20 days)

b.
Expenditure on one house (80 man-day) would be Rs. 20,000/-.
c.
Donors may support rebuilt of one or more houses.
d.
The activities would be monitored by a member of the Relief Committee of KP Chamber of Commerce & Industry.
e.
The details regarding the localities GPS (Lat. Long.), nature and multitude of damaged infrastructure and the names/CNIC/Address of the workers would be provided to the donors for their satisfaction.
